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a militant marxist atheist and a radical orthodox christian theologian square off on
everything from the meaning of theology and christ to the war machine of corporate
mafia what matters is not so much that ZiZek is endorsing a demythologized
disenchanted christianity without transcendence as that he is offering in the end despite
what he sometimes claims a heterodox version of christian belief john milbank to put it
even more bluntly my claim is that it is milbank who is effectively guilty of heterodoxy
ultimately of a regression to paganism in my atheism i am more christian than milbank
slavoj Zizek in this corner philosopher slavoj Zizek a militant atheist who represents the
critical materialist stance against religion s illusions in the other corner radical orthodox
theologian john milbank an influential and provocative thinker who argues that theology
is the only foundation upon which knowledge politics and ethics can stand in the
monstrosity of christ Zizek and milbank go head to head for three rounds employing an
impressive arsenal of moves to advance their positions and press their respective
advantages by the closing bell they have not only proven themselves worthy adversaries
